54.  SOUND MONITORING AT EVENTS

Following discussion members approved the purchase of sound monitoring equipment based on the costings provided, £1,757.00 plus VAT which would be covered by funds held in the events earmarked reserves.

55.  NOTICE OF MOTION

Councillor Chris Bithell – I request Mold Town Council to agree to purchase and install two flashing speed cameras for section of the A5119 between Rhyd y Galed traffic lights and the old Bridge Inn in King Street. 
Councillor Bithell informed members Flintshire County Council carried out traffic monitoring the A5119 section mentioned in his motion and following this it was found that 80% of the traffic is above the speed limit.  Councillor Bithell has received a quote from Flintshire Highways for the purchase, installation and calibration of two speed cameras, £3,290  (£1,645 per camera). The type Flintshire Highways would recommend would be the one which display the drivers speed.   The Town Clerk confirmed that the should members agree to purchase, the money would be taken from ear marked reserves for town environmental projects which was stands at £14,000.
Councillor Carberry asked if the data was available to members from Flintshire following speed monitoring in Mold, Councillor Bithell confirmed that County Councillors can ask Flintshire Highways to provide this information.

Following discussion regarding additional roads within the town which may also benefit from speed cameras, it was agreed to build the information into the town strategic plan and if residents feedback confirmed the need for additional cameras, Mold Town Council could look at do a phased approach to purchase and installation.
Members approved the purchase of two flashing speed cameras for section of the A5119 between Rhyd y Galed traffic lights and the old Bridge Inn in King Street and it was agreed that the Town Clerk would liaise with Flintshire regarding the installation.
