INFORMATION ARISING FROM MINUTES

Meeting of the Council held on 17th July 2019
Minute 53 – Councillor Andrea Mearns enquired as to the progress of the ‘Our Mold – A strategic Plan’ the Town Clerk advised that timescales would be tight and with current capacity it would be best postponed until the new Clerk is in post to progress.

71. REPORT OF THE BUSINESS & REGENERATION OFFICER

Members considered the previously circulated report provided by the Business & Regeneration Officer.  The Business & Regeneration Officer highlighted some of the items from the report to include the shortlisting for the Great British High Street awards and the Judges visit on the 26th September together with the progress of the Business Improvement District (BID).  Members requested a copy of the Feasibility report for the BID.

ANNUAL RETURN & EXTERNAL AUDIT 2018/2019
The Town Clerk reported that she had not yet had the external audit back.  This had been followed up and assurances were provided that it would be back before the legal requirement of the 30th September 2019.  The Town Clerk advised that it would be published on the Town Council website as per the legal requirement and it would be shared at the October Town Council meeting.

LOCAL DEMOCRACY AND BOUNDARY COMMISSION FOR WALES CONSULTATION REVIEW OF ELECTORAL ARRANGEMENTS FOR THE COUNTY OF FLINTSHIRE - DRAFT PROPOSALS.  

Councillor Chris Bithell reported that a special meeting was convened by the Boundary Commission as when the report was initially published there was anomalies between the report and the associated map.  The special meeting concluded that there were indeed typing errors in the report with some of the wards being mixed up.  The Boundary Commission apologised for the errors and confirmed that they would be updating the report accordingly. 

Councillor Sarah Taylor enquired if future developments planned would be taken into consideration and Councillor Chris Bithell confirmed this was the case.   The full report can be viewed at www.ldbc.gov.wales and the Commission would welcome any comments which could be submitted by the 27th November 2019. 

74. MOLD – UNADOPTED ROADS 
Members considered the previously circulated correspondence from Flintshire County Council on the unadopted roads. Discussion took place and a number of concerns were raised.  Councillor Chris Bithell commented that some of the unadopted roads have resulted from local government reorganisation from Delyn Borough Council to Flintshire County Council. It was agreed to note the comments and that these would then be taken back to the next Community Development and Regeneration Committee.  

Resolved: It was resolved that the comments on the un-adapoted roads would be collated and taken up at the next Community Development and Regeneration Committee.

MATCH FUNDING - PLAY AREAS 2019/2020
Members considered the previously circulated information received from Flintshire County Council confirming the match funding from the County Council for Children’s play areas.  The Town Council were asked to consider the request and identify the play area’s for investment during 2019/2020.   

The Town Clerk advised that the 2018/2019 allocation for Park Avenue had been committed and work would be commencing in October 2019.  The Town Clerk also stated that it was her impression that the full allocation of the 2019/2020 play area budget was allocated to the Bailey Hill Project for match funding.  












Resolved:  It was resolved that: 

a) The Town Clerk would contact Flintshire County Council to clarify the match funding allocation provision for the Bailey Hill project. 

b) If further match funding was available, Maes y Dre would be prioritised with a provision for an ‘accessible for all’ play equipment.    
76. MOLD – BUSINESS IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT

Members considered the previously circulated report on the Business Improvement District (BID).  

Resolved: It was resolved that the item would be deferred to the next meeting to allow for the BID feasibility study and factsheet to be distributed to Members.   
77. POLICY AND AUDIT COMMITTEE 

Members considered the recommendations from the minutes of the Policy and Audit Committee held on the 16th September 2019.  

The Town Clerk advised that the new Model Financial Regulations had been prepared by NALC and One Voice Wales and also provided an update on the areas which had been affected by the new regulations. This particularly related to the sums of money held in petty cash and the amendments were discretionary.  It was recommended that in order to assist the day to day running of the Town Council in the organisation of events to increase the petty cash held which was currently set at £150 to £300.    
Resolved: It was resolved that the recommendations of the Policy and Audit Committee by approved by the Town Council.

Members considered the previously circulated annual report for approval.  Members provided some comments and suggestions.  

Resolved:  It was resolved that a revised updated version of the annual report would be sent to members and the item would be deferred to the next meeting for approval.

Members discussed the motion and that the current process was based upon consultation and that the funds where to be spent on Town Centre visitor infrastructure improvements and once identified would be paid by FCC.  

Resolved: It was resolved that the Town Clerk would submit a formal request to Flintshire County Council to transfer the future management funds to Mold Town Council.
