DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

There were no declarations of interest expressed.

Resolved:  It was resolved to approve the purchase of sound monitoring equipment.

62.  TOWN CLERK AND FINANCE OFFICER
Members considered the previously circulated draft recruitment pack detailing the proposed process for appointing a new Town Clerk.  Discussions were made relating to the unfortunate timing of the vacancy during the summer holiday period, but all members agreed this could not be avoided.  The Clerk advised that the town council should compensate for any applicants who are shortlisted for interview and amend the interview dates to allow for pre-booked holidays if required to ensure the most suitable candidate is appointed to the post.  Members agreed to amend the timetable for recruitment to include that the dates are subject to change.
Councillor Bithell suggested that the job advert should include that the current Clerk is moving on following a promotion.  Members supported the inclusion of promotion within the advert.  Councillor Mearns suggested that the main duties and responsibilities should be amended to include that the post holder would be the lead officer for all current and future projects, members supported this amendment.  Members also agreed that it should be desirable for the post holder to have an appreciation of Welsh Culture and that the staff structure should include the new post of Bailey Hill Project Officer.

The Clerk advised that following the approval of the recruitment pack with the proposed amendments there was a need to establish an appointments panel.  

Resolved: It was resolved that:
a) The Town Council accept the offer from Nantwich Town Council for the current Clerk to continue to provide support to Mold Town Council once she has left her employment to ensure a smooth transition, with Nantwich Town Council invoicing for the support days provided;

b) That the Town Council approved the recruitment pack subject to the changes detailed above;

c) That Councillors Tim Maunders, Teresa Carberry, Anthony Parry, Sarah Taylor, Andrea Mearns, Chris Bithell and Bryan Grew form the appointments panel with Councillor Sarah Taylor acting as Chair for the panel.

d) That the Town Council approve the costs associated with the advertisement of the post including any translation costs.
