CONSULTATION BEFORE APPLYING FOR PLANNING PERMISSION                SCHEDULE 1C: Article 2D of the Town and Country Planning (Development Management Procedure) (Wales) Order 2012.
Proposed development at Land to the north of Gwernaffield Road, Mold - Anwyl Homes is intending to apply for planning permission to Flintshire County Council for:-
Erection of residential development comprising of a variety of one, two, three and four bedroom homes, together with associated public open space and infrastructure including a new link road between Gwernaffield Road and Denbigh Road to enable Pool House Lane to become a dedicated bicycle and pedestrian route in part.
The following comments were distilled from the debate: -
(i) over-development of the site with too many units;

(ii) development is not in accordance with the adopted Mold Town Plan, which indicates development should only take place on part of the site;

(iii) concern about the increased traffic flows –both on the Denbigh Road and Gwernaffield Road. Road traffic surveys should be considered;

(iv) flooding is a concern and the extra water flows generated by such a development could lead to flooding in the town centre, run off is into the River Alyn, estimates of excess water should be provided;
(v) with the emerging guidance from Welsh Government and LDP’s, some consideration should be given to renewable energy sources such as solar, hydro or anaerobic digestion systems; and

(vi) clarification is required on linking the pavement areas on Gwernaffield Road, so that pedestrians don’t have to enter the highway whilst walking alongside the hedgerow.
