PLANNING APPLICATIONS
The Committee considered the following applications: 
(a) PLANNING APPLICATION CONSULTATION - Ref No: NMA/000663/23 – listed building

PROPOSAL: Application for a Non-Material Amendment
LOCATION: Checkpoint Motor Accessories, Chester Road, Mold, Flintshire, CH7 1UF. 
Again there were problems accessing some of the plans, which the Clerk would report, though they were accessible during the meeting. 

Cllr Taylor would check the tree situation and inform the Clerk in the morning, but otherwise there were no comments.  
(b) PLANNING APPLICATION CONSULTATION - Ref No: FUL/000644/23

PROPOSAL: Proposed use as a taxi office (24hr), with parking of 4 cars at rear of building. Erection of a 10-metre communication mast

LOCATION: HARLEYS GARAGE, Chester Street, Mold, CH7 1EG. 

The committee was pleased to see this application. The erection of a 10m mast had been withdrawn on 26th July. This application was just for the  taxi rank. The committee had no comments.  
(c) PLANNING APPLICATION CONSULTATION - Ref No: FUL/000646/23

PROPOSAL: Proposed modifications & extension to the first floor to provide 2no. self-contained flats including all other associated works to completion. 
LOCATION: 17, Wrexham Street, Mold, CH7 1ET.
The committee was leased that this area would be tidied up. There were no comments.  
(d) PLANNING APPLICATION CONSULTATION - Ref No: COU/000630/23

PROPOSAL: Change of use of agricultural land to domestic land belonging to Bryn Coch House.
LOCATION: BRYN COCH HOUSE, Upper Bryn Coch, Mold, CH7 4AE. 
This had been designated as agricultural land for many years but hadn’t been used for that purpose. This would change it to domestic use. No comments.
