PLANNING APPLICATIONS
The Committee considered the following applications: 
(a) PLANNING APPLICATION CONSULTATION - Ref No: LBC/000691/23
PROPOSAL: Listed Building Application for new accessible entrance, lift and toilets with kitchens and ancillary meeting rooms and offices to ensure the continued sustainability of the Grade II listed Capel Pendref.

LOCATION: Kings Christian Centre - Pendref Chapel, Pwll Glas, Mold, CH7 1R. 
Cllr Tina Claydon had been contacted by residents living near there. Their concerns were;

No parking, although there is a car park at Griffiths Square. 
Increased traffic with the use of the building. This was a concern for people in Pwll Glas. 
Concerned about the width of the pathway/disabled access and if it would be safe. 
Concerned about whether the windows would overlook their properties. 

It was agreed that the committee couldn’t object on the grounds of parking, although it wouldn’t harm to mention it now to planning. 
A comment would also be made about the windows and the pathway. 

(b) PLANNING APPLICATION CONSULTATION - Ref No: FUL/000690/23
PROPOSAL: New Accessible entrance, lift and toilets, kitchens and ancillary meeting rooms and offices to ensure the continued sustainability of the Grade II listed Capel Pendref.

LOCATION: Kings Christian Centre - Pendref Chapel, Pwll Glas, Mold, CH7 1RA. Comments as above.
(c) PLANNING APPLICATION CONSULTATION - Ref No: COU/000687/23

PROPOSAL: Conversion of existing garage into proposed hairdressing salon.
LOCATION: Sunningdale, Clayton Road, Mold, CH7 1SU. 
It was considered a simple conversion, as one window would go where a door is now. 
Cllr T Claydon wanted clarification that allowing one business in a residential area didn’t make it easier for other businesses to acquire planning permission. Cllr S Taylor said that every application was looked at on its merits. 
It was admirable that the owner of the property was trying to start a business. As it would only be used on Thursday, Friday and Saturday and as Highways was happy, the committee had no other issues. 

(d) PLANNING APPLICATION CONSULTATION - Ref No: FUL/000694/23

PROPOSAL: Single storey pitched roof extension to rear of existing dwelling in lieu of existing conservatory

LOCATION: Eirianfa, Wrexham Road, Mold, CH7 1HS. 
There were no comments. 
(e) PLANNING APPLICATION CONSULTATION - Ref No: FUL/000676/23
PROPOSAL: Retrospective – private hire office 
LOCATION: 30 ALLBRITE UK LTD, Chester Street, Mold, CH7 1EG. There were no comments, other than that this seemed to be working well.  
(f) PLANNING APPLICATION CONSULTATION – Ref No: FUL/000741/23

PROPOSAL: Erection of a 1000 seat big top tent and associated marquees to provide temporary foyer space and toilets

LOCATION: Art Centre, THEATR CLWYD, Mold, CH7 1YA. 
This was an exciting application and there were no other comments.

PROPOSAL: Application for approval of details reserved by condition No. 12, Planning Ref: FUL/00003/23
LOCATION: FRON DEG, Clayton Road, Mold, CH7 1SU.

(h) PLANNING APPLICATION CONSULTATION – Ref No: DET/000756/23
PROPOSAL: Application for Approval of Details Reserved by Condition No. 3, Planning Ref: FUL/000447/23
LOCATION: 40, Woodlands Close, Mold, CH7 1UU. 
This was for noting only. 
(i) PLANNING APPLICATION CONSULTATION – Ref No: LBC/000778/23

PROPOSAL: change of use of the ground floor from a pharmacy (A1) to a small bar (A3)

LOCATION: 32, High Street, Mold, CH7 1BH. 
This was exciting news and was considered good for Mold. 

(j) PLANNING APPLICATION CONSULTATION – Ref No: FUL/000779/23

PROPOSAL: Planning permission is sought for the change of use of the ground floor from a pharmacy (A1) to a small bar (A3) at 32 High Street, Mold for the ground floor. The proposed bar operation would retain the scale and character of the existing building within the Mold High Street area, and would have no adverse impact on the town centre shopping, designated heritage assets, residential amenities or highways. The unit itself has been empty for the past 12 months and is starting to become in need of some major TLC. If nothing is done with the building, it will make the high street look untidy, which is a shame as Mold High Street is a bustling, busy region. In regards to alterations, there will only be one internal change which will be to remove a studding wall and create two WCs towards the rear of the building. Everything else will mainly be cosmetic. The bar will be an intimate place for up to 40 people to socialise and watch live music. It will be a high-end bar serving high end drinks via table service, this will differentiate this bar to others in the area. A 60sqm low lit seating area with comfortable chairs will dress the main room; with two toilets to the rear of the building. Beyond the toilets will be a stock room and access to the rear door/smoking area/emergency exit. Not only will the bar attract customers to the area, which will benefit neighbouring businesses, it will also bring employment to the local economy. The bar will be open Thursday, Friday and Saturday to begin with; however, I am going to apply for licensing for everyday to allow me to open more days as the business grows. This application is being run alongside the Listed Building Consent.

LOCATION: 32, High Street, Mold, CH7 1BH. 
It was considered that this would be a big asset to the High Street. It had been very well received so far. The style and layout targeted a different group of people and the committee felt that it wouldn’t disturb anyone where it is.
