PLANNING APPLICATIONS
The Committee considered the following applications including two new applications: 
6.1 KCS/ 049731 – Amended application for garage conversion and flat roof to pitched roof alterations with internal alterations, 23 Ffordd Pennant – The Clerk reminded the Committee that the original application had been considered at the last meeting when it was agreed that whilst there were no objections in principle, concern was raised about the proximity of the proposed living accommodation to the neighbouring property.  The amendments to the proposal related to the replacement of the gable wall with a hipped roof which whilst possibly reducing the impact, did not materially change the views previously expressed.  The Clerk advised that as the amended application had required a quick response he had consulted with the Mayor and then advised the County Council that the Council’s earlier comments would stand.
6.2 KCS/ 049824 - To increase the ridge height of the existing dwelling by 1m and install roof lights to the front and rear elevations, the erection of a two storey rear extension, Cefn Glas, Bryn Coch Lane – no objections.
6.3 CZR/049834 - Renewal of planning permission ref. 043380 to allow change of use to parking of 1 no. private hire vehicle, Brook Villa, Clayton Road – no objections.
6.4 RMH/049843 - Extension to cemetery, Mold Cemetery Alexandra Road – it was noted that this application was submitted in the name of the Town Council and the Committee noted that it would be inappropriate to comment. 
Resolved:  It was resolved that the above comments be forwarded to Flintshire County Council.
