DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
There were no declarations of interest expressed. 
14.
MINUTES
Resolved:  It was resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on 21st August 2012 be approved. 
15.
PLANNING APPLICATIONS
The Committee considered the following applications including two new applications: 
15.1 CZR/050121- 
Change of use from restaurant and function room to 4no. Residential apartments, First floor above 26-36 New Street.  The Committee raised no objections to the proposal.
15.2 SYC/050043 -
 Outline, Residential development on former bowling green,
 Bryn Gwalia Bowling Club, Clayton Road – The Committee objected to the proposal on a number of grounds.  It was agreed that the site would be over developed with14 dwellings within 00.28 hectares which would impact on highways issue with the increase in traffic on a road that is already busy.  The proposed highway access would be adjacent to an existing access for Y Coetir, and opposite the existing access of Ash Grove, as well as the two school accesses.  Four of the proposed houses would front Clayton Road with direct access onto the road from their drives.  There would also be an issue of parking for the existing dwellings on Clayton Road, who use the street for parking.
There would be a safety issue as the added traffic and additional highway accesses would have a direct impact on the safety of the children attending Ysgol Bryn Gwalia.
There is a history of the site flooding, and the use of a soak away by the developer could impact on the playing fields.
The Committee agreed that the application was misleading, as it advises of the removal of a small storage unit, whereas the building is a brick built club house.  There is no mention on the application that the site is next to a school.  There is reference made to the removal of a public house, but there are no public houses in the area.
The Committee also had concern over the original Covenant, as it is understood that it ensured the site would remain as recreational ground.

15.3 KCS/050110 - 
Installation of a 50 kWp multi-crystalline photovoltaic (PV) application at the detailed site. The proposed PV application will be sited on a series of polypropylene UV stabilised mounting systems which will be adhered to existing asphalt roof surface coverings, Alun School, Wrexham Road – The Town Council have been advised that this application has been withdrawn.
15.4 CZR/050094 - 
Change of use from business to residential, 102 High Street – Whilst the Committee had no objections to the proposal, they did raise concern for the parking arrangements, particularly relating to parking near the entrance to Bailey Hill.
15.5 KYT/050132 - Erection of a first floor extension and alterations, 5 Parc Plas Aney – The Committee had no objections to the proposal, subject to the views of the adjoining properties.

15.6. LEJ/050135 - Erection of a detached wooden garage/workshop, The Haven Cottage, Upper Bryn Coch, Mold – The Committee had not objections to this proposal.
15.7 LEJ/050163 - Demolition of existing kitchen and erection of a new single storey rear extension and loft conversion with dormer roof, 7 Highfield Villas, Bryn Coch Lane, Mold – The Committee had no objections to this proposal subject to the extension not overlooking other properties.  The Committee also noted that the address quoted in the application was incorrect.
Resolved:  It was resolved that the above comments be forwarded to Flintshire County Council. 
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
