PLANNING APPLICATIONS
The Committee considered the following applications including three new applications: 
18.1 KYT/050139 - 
Listed Building Application - Change of use from business to residential, 102 High Street – The Committee had considered this item at the previous meeting under reference number CZR/050094, and agreed their comments remained the same.  Whilst the Committee had no objections to the proposal, they did raise concern for the parking arrangements, particularly relating to parking near the entrance to Bailey Hill. 
18.2 DJM/050228 - Single storey extension to the rear of the property to form a sun room and a single-pitched roof dormer to the master bedroom at the front of the property to provide en-suite facilities at  9 Ffordd Argoed, Mold, CH7 1LY.  The Committee had no objections to this proposal.

18.3  DGJ/050252 - Erection of single storey convenience store and associated car parking following the demolition of existing storage building at  Morris Garage, Wrexham Road, Mold.  Whilst the Committee supported the proposal, they would recommend that the store is not open 24 hours, and that there are delivery restrictions in place from 7.00am to 7.00pm.  They also raised concerns relating to the Highway.  It was agreed that a request would be made to the County that consideration is given to placing double yellow lines at Brooke Street junction, the front of Wrexham Road and partly down Conwy Street, in addition to single yellow lines between Brooke Street and Stanley Road. 
18.4 SCB/050207 – Notification to fell 1no. Sycamore and prune 1no. Sycamore within Mold Conservation Area at Rivendell, Denbigh Road, Mold, CH7 1BL.  The Committee had no objections to this proposal.
