PLANNING APPLICATIONS
The Committee considered the following applications: 
18.1 DGJ/055835– Demolition of school, erection of 18No. dwellings arranged as 5No. terraced units and all associated development works at
 Ysgol Delyn, Alexandra Road, Mold, CH7 1HJ.   The Committee objected to the layout of the proposals, with 7 driveways directly onto Alexander Road.  There will be a direct impact on increased traffic to the junction onto Wrexham Street, which is already an issue.  The Committee were also concerned that it did not receive any notification of the consultation event.  There does not appear to be any flood alleviation management as there are no permeable materials proposed, and the area across the road at Brooke Street is a flood risk area.  There are no proposals for energy saving measures and no details on shrub planting proposals.  There is no proposal for replacement of the trees that are to be removed.
18.2 JZB/055819 - Display of new signage including 1no. fascia sign and 8no. other signs at Station Motors, Chester Road, Mold, CH7 1UE.   The Committee asked if the sign is over sized based on the proposed location which could impact on the highway signs.

18.3 DJM/055907- Change of Use from an A1 (showroom) to a D2 (Family Entertainment Centre) at Unit 1 Queens Lane, Bromfield Industrial Estate, Mold, CH7 1JR.  The Committee had no objection to this proposal.
18.4 ADW/055911 - Change of use to vehicle sales, vehicle storage and tyre repairs (retrospective)1 Marlow Terrace, Mold, CH7 1HH.  The Town Council has concern with the increase in vehicle traffic particularly in a residential area.
