UPDATE ON PRIMARY AND SECONDARY SCHOOL TOWN COUNCIL MEETINGS
Councillor Megan Lloyd Hughes provided an update to the committee with regards to the Primary School Mold Youth Council Meeting, held on the 5th December 2024.
The committee discussed the art work created by the attendees of the Children’s Council and the potential of developing the work into a positive project for the Children’s Council. The project would consist of using the participants artwork to create banners/ posters which could be displayed on all Primary School fences to discourage visitors to school from parking irresponsibly/ dangerously. 
It was resolved to put a request forward to the Community, Development and Regeneration Committee to consider funding the project from the CDR Budget once costings had been sought for the cost of banners. 

ACTION: Councillor Teresa Carberry will pass on the maps highlighted by attendees to where they would like to see more trees and wildflowers planted to Sarah Slater at Flintshire County Council.
It was resolved that the Minutes from the Mold Primary School Youth Council Meeting held on the 5th December 2024 were accepted as a true record. 

Councillor Chris Bithell and Megan Lloyd Hughes provided an update to the committee with regards to the Mold Alun School Council meeting attended on the 12th December.

It was highlighted that the main concerns from the School Council were the use of vapes by fellow students and how easily accessible they were from shops. The School Council was also concerned with bullying before/ after school and expressed the wish to see more police presences around school at these times. 
The Clerk advised that the school are taking Vaping forward as a project for the School Council to focus on and that the Clerk has provided the school with information and contacts with regards to information and funding. 

It was resolved that the Youth and Children’s Council Committee Members put forward a motion at the next Town Council Meeting to request that the Town Council write to the Police and Crime Commissioner and North Wales Police to raise these concerns.
