DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
There were no declarations of interest expressed.

MINUTES
Resolved:  It was resolved that the minutes of the meeting held on 3rd February 2016 be approved. 
24.
PLANNING APPLICATIONS
The Committee considered the following applications: 
24.1 Members considered the consultation document on the proposals relating to the Statement of Public Participation for the National Development Framework.  The Clerk provided members with the consultation response form which contained 6 questions.  Whilst Councillor Mearns had been unable to attend she had provided comments that she wished the committee to consider.  It was agreed to incorporate all of Councillors Mearns’ comments within the response form.  The following responses were provided.
Q1. The Committee agreed with the preparation timetable.
Q2. The Committee agreed with the 3 periods of public consultation being sufficient.

Q3. The Committee had concern over the periods of public consultation being in the right place as both consultation periods run through the summer months when Local Authorities and Community & Town Councils have August without meetings and some of the public especially with school aged children are on holiday.  The Committee suggested that the consultation should be longer than 12 weeks or moved away from the summer period.

Q4. The Committee agreed with the methods to support continuous engagement, and agreed that it was good that WG would be putting key documents on the website.  They asked if Sustainability Appraisals (SA’s) would be done for all proposals and releasing them in a timely manner so consultees can see the impacts and if necessary reject suggestions at the initial consultation?  They also asked if WG would be telling organizations on the database when new documents are put onto the website, and agreed that Mold Town Council should ask to be on the database to keep up to date.
Q5. The Committee agreed with the methods to support engagement, but suggested that more drop in sessions were needed to cover  more areas, as 6 for the whole of Wales is not enough.

Q6.  The Committee suggested that whilst One Voice Wales was sufficient as a consultee for many of the Community & Town Council’s in Wales, there was a gap for those C&T Councils who were not members of OVW.

General – It would be useful to have an example map of what these proposals could possibly look like in an area, so that people could see what WG is now taking control of through the Nation Development Framework (NDF).

24.2 LEJ/054659 - Part change of use to podiatry/chiropody clinic (ground floor only) at 3 Sycamore Villas, West View, Mold, CH7 1DP.  The Committee had no objection to this proposal.
